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CHAPTER 1
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.1. Introduction - Project and Public purpose

The proposed Pattikkadu Railway Over Bridge (ROB -LC No:8)
project of Malappuram District is in the Nilambur — Shoranur
railway line which is having a length of 66 kilometers (41 mi) and
it is a long single-line. This line is non-electrified broad-
gauge (1676 mm) railway spur branch line of the Indian
Railways connecting Nilambur Road railway
station in Malappuram district with Shoranur
Junction in Palakkad district in the state of Kerala. It is a branch
line administered by the Palakkad railway  division of
the Southern Railway zone and one of the shortest broad-gauge
railway lines in India. It was laid by the British in colonial era for
the transportation of Nilambur Teak logs into United
Kingdom through Kozhikode port.

The history of the railway line is an important factor while
exploring the public interest of the project. In 1840,
the British created a teak plantation in Nilambur to ensure a
steady supply of timber for their various needs. In 1923,
the South Indian Railway Company, which operated the Madras—
Shoranur-Mangalore line, was contracted by the Madras
Presidency to build a railway from Nilambur to Shoranur to
ensure easy transportation of timber from these forests to the
plains and hence to ports and onward transportation. The
company completed line in stages. The Shoranur-Angadippuram
section was opened on 3rd February 1927, Angadippuram-
Vaniyambalam on 3rd August 1927 and the entire stretch from
Shoranur to Nilambur was opened on 26th October 1927, During
World War II, the Shoranur line, along with other numerous
railway lines across British India were dismantled and rolling
stock diverted to the Middle East to help British war efforts. The
line ceased to exist in 1941. After independence, following public
pressure, the railway line was reconstructed by the Indian
Railways along its original alignment. The Shornur -Angadipuram
line re-opened in 1953 and Angadipuram-Nilambur in 1954. Now
the line is mainly used for Public Transport and it is the major
connectivity between western hilly areas to the plain lato.



The Project of Pattikkadu ROB is located at a distance of 36
kilometers from Nilambur town on the Kozhikode-
Ootty highway 30 kilometers from the district headquarters
of Malappuram town. The line was side-lined by the railway with
regards to electrification and modernization for a long time. But
recently railway understand the tourist and commercial
importance of the line and took several measures to bring the line
in mainstream like electrification, advanced signaling, Night
traffic facilities etc. Southern Railway is estimating a jump in
number of passengers and train schedule after the above
advancement. Therefore the Railway Over Bridge project is much
important for the smooth traffic through Valancherry - Nilamboor
State High Way (SH-73), which is one of the most crowded road
in the state.

The above circumstances Government priorities the construction
of Pattikkadu ROB as important infrastructure development
project and notified it for land acquisition under the LARRA Act
2013 and entrusted Kerala Voluntary Health Services for
conducting Social Impact Assessment study. This report is
prepared in this circumstances.

1.2 Location

Project area is located south east part of Malappuram district and
very near to the border between Malappuram and Palakkadu.The
area lies between Angadippuram and Pattikkadu and have a
distance of 6 kilometer from Perinthalmanna, 30 Km from
Malappuram, 29 Km from Nilambur, 40 Km from Tirur, 90 km
from Kozhikkodu respectively. Nearest Airport is Kozhikkodu and
nearest major Railway station is Tirur. State Highway 73 and is
passing through the area while the State Highway 39 is passing
just near to the area.

1.3 Size and Attributes of Land Acquisition

Land Acquisition Authority

The Special Tahsildar LA (General) office Malappuram prepares
the acquisition details including land sketch and extent of
acquisition etc. Boundary stones were laid for proposed
acquisition lands. The Deputy Collector (LA), Malappuram is the
supervising authority of the whole acquisition process.

The social Impact Assessment Survey finds that 38 Title Holders
including 3 properties belongs to religious based cultural groups
are losing land by the project. The project also impacted to 32
Non -Title Holders who are having business in the project area.
The Socio-Cultural and Economic details shows that all PAPs are
having middle or upper middle class economic status except a
women headed family and a chronic illness Title Holder,
Considering the immovable asset they have the economic status
of Middle Class. The income distribution shows that only 5% are
having the monthly income of less than Rs.10,000/-. The literacy
status says that all are literate and 34% are having college
education. Only six title holders are having less than 10t
standard. The affected cultural property and an institutional
property are managed by Governing Board of Societies. The
religious distribution shows that all are Muslims. The age
distribution of the Title Holders says that only 15% are having
age of less than 30 years. 68% are above 50 years. The average
family size of title holders is 5.1. Out of the 35 individual title
holders 17 are male and 18 are female.

Details of the acquiring land

Project area is defined as three hundred meters both sides of
Pattikkadu Rail way cross near Pattikkadu town and in both
sides of Valancherry-Nilambur state high way-73. Residential and
commercial structures are in the area but the nature of the land
is more commercial. Travelling from Angadippuram, the project
area starts from Pattikkadu Town and ends in the side of the
road which goes to Mankada.

The project area is situated at about 5 km from Perinthalmanna,
The nearest major railway station is at Tirur which is about 40
km away. The nearest railway station is at Pattikkad railway
station. State High way 39 intersect state High Way 73 in
Pattikkadu.

Even though residential houses are also situated, the
characteristic of the area is commercial. Government land,
Railway land, Private land, cultural property, institutional
property are the major category of land affected by the project. No
residential houses displaced except a rented house.

The alternatives suggested by some Project affected title holders
are mainly focused to minimize their personal loss.

1.5. Social Impact

The direct social impact of the project is the loss of land of 38
Title Holders including 3 properties belongs to religious based
cultural groups. The project also impacted to 32 Non -Title
Holders who are having business in the project area. The impact
on the land of all Title Holders are minimum in terms of extend
except one who is losing more than 4cents.Most of the title
holders are losing land in front of their commercial structure.
Two Title Holders are losing frontage land of their residential
structures. One Muslim church is also lose their frontage land.
One residential structure which is in final stage of completion
loses its 60% of frontage land. He expressed his unwillingness to
give his land to the project. The major indirect impact of the
project is the anticipated business loss of commercial units
which may come under the elevated portion of the ROB.

Pattikkad is a small town in which State Highway 39 and 73 is
intercepting. The intercepting junction is only 50 meters from the
proposed project. This shows that the project will support the
smooth traffic of both SHs. This smooth traffic will support the
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growth of the town. The project and the other up gradation in the
Shornur- Nilamboor Line will bring more traffic. This also
support the development of the area. As mentioned earlier the
elevated traffic may affect the business of few commercial
establishments which are functioning in the project area.

1.8 Assessment of Social Impacts at different Phases of
Project

Since no residence affected or displaced, no significant loss
noticed to any title holder and no economically vulnerable
families affected the impact of the project may termed as
minimum. The entire project land is having high commercial
value due to the nearness of State High Way 73 i.e. Valancherry-
Nilamboor Road. The alternatives suggested by some Project
affected title holders are mainly focused to minimize their
personal loss. In the other side all are unanimously agreed the
public importance of the project.

Out of the thirty Eight title holders thirty five are house hold THs
other three are having organizational ownership. The social
impact assessment study shows that 95% of the title holders are
having monthly income of more than Rs.10,000/-.The remaining
five percent is in below poverty line due to women headed status

and ill health. But the project will not affect their present income
source or residence.

A newly constructed house is losing its frontage land and the
elevated nature of the project may create some disturbance in the
privacy of the residence. But the title holders’ economic and
social status may help him to mitigate the impact by change in
design, landscaping etc along with necessary compensation. After
the establishment of the project some of the affected commercial
units may face the problem of business loss. But advanced action
on resettlement like shifting or advancing or modernizing
strategies in business and advertisement can mitigate the impact.
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Frontage land of a Muslim church has been affected by the
project. The presence of the service road may mitigate this impact
marginally.

As mentioned earlier the two BPL title holders needs special care
during the time of record verification and distribution of
compensation. Few trees needs to cut down for the project. The
equal number of trees will be planted and compensate the loss.
Access of few houses, one private road and One Panchayath road
are affected. These access will be resettled with free flow of traffic.

It can be said that the general impact of the project is very
positive. The project will increase the development potential of
Pattikkadu town. The project will help the area to fetch the
benefit of the future development and up gradation of Shornnur -
Nilamboor railway line.

The direct impact can be mitigated through proper compensation,
determination and public participation. By considering the public
importance the Government treated the Project as an important
infrastructure development and initiated action to frame the
project as public purpose under the Right to Fair Compensation
and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act, 2013 (30 of 2013) Section 2 (1)(b)(iii). It is in
this base, Government of Kerala notified to initiate acquisition
procedure. The SIA study reiterated the public importance of the
project and its ability to address the social impact.

Therefore, the project has to be implemented.

CHAPTER 2
DETAILED PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Change is the law of nature and essential for living beings.
Society also must change. The planned change called
development. Development therefore encompasses many positive
and negative results. Moreover, due to development projects
people often have to leave their homes and sometimes people are
forced to change their area of operation as well. These
interventions may lead to need for rehabilitation and resettlement
of the people which further leads to new challenges. As a result,
there has always been a need to understand the adverse impacts
of development projects in order to minimize the negative outfalls
of any project.

Smooth and safe road traffic is an indicator of a nations’
sustainable development. Traffic congestion and blocks are
considered as one of the major causes of slow economic growth of
nations. This is also termed as a potential cause of road
accidents. When a flow of traffic is facing hurdles or demand for
space greater than the available road capacity leads to Traffic
block or Congestion. There are a number of specific
circumstances which cause or aggravate blocks. Stopping of
vehicles for train traffic is one of the major causes of traffic block
in India. Approximately 10-15 minutes are losing due to traffic
blocks due to stoppage of vehicles in railway crossings. This is
wasting time of motorists and passengers and delayed arrival.
Inability to forecast travel time accurately, leading to drivers
allocating more time. For compensating the time lose drivers
compelled for fast driving which leads to accidents. In India it
was calculated that an average 100 million-man days are losing
every year due to traffic blocks in railway crossings. Wastage of
fuel due to increased idling, acceleration and braking increasing
air pollution and emissions. All these lead to heavy economic lose
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and public health issues. Constructing over bridges or by passes
is the best solution for traffic blocks due to railway crossing.

3.3. Study Approach

The land which proposed to be acquired for the project is 30.75
Are. Stake holder analysis was conducted and find out key stake
holders and their interest and involvement in the proposed
acquisition process.

Title Holders including 3 properties belongs to religious based
cultural groups. The project also impacted to 32 Non -Title
Holders who are having business in the project area. The impact
on the land of all Title Holders are minimum in terms of extend
except one who is losing more than 4cents. Most of the title
holders are losing land in front of their commercial structure.
Two Title Holders are losing frontage land of their residential
structures. One Muslim church is also lose their frontage land.

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CHAPTER 11
ANALYSIS OF COSTS AND BENEFITS
ANDRECOMMENDATION ON ACQUISITION

Since no residence affected or displaced, no significant loss
noticed to any title holder and no economically vulnerable
families affected the impact of the project may termed as
minimum. The entire project land is having high commercial
value due to the nearness of State High Way 73 i.e. Valancherry-
Nilamboor Road. The alternatives suggested by some Project
affected title holders are mainly focused to minimize their
personal loss. In the other side all are unanimously agreed the
public importance of the project.

Out of the thirty Eight title holders thirty five are house hold THs
other three are having organizational ownership. The social
impact assessment study shows that 95% of the title holders are
having monthly income of more than Rs.10,000/-.The remaining
five percent is in below poverty line due to women headed status
and ill health. But the project will not affect their present income
source or residence.

A newly constructed house is losing its frontage land and the
elevated nature of the project may create some disturbance in the
privacy of the residence. But the title holders’ economic and
social status may help him to mitigate the impact by change in
design, landscaping etc along with necessary compensation. After
the establishment of the project some of the affected commercial
units may face the problem of business loss. But advanced action
on resettlement like shifting or advancing or modernizing
strategies in business and advertisement can mitigate the impact.

Frontage land of a Muslim church has been affected by the
project. The presence of the service road may mitigate this impact
marginally.

As mentioned earlier the two BPL title holders needs special care
during the time of record verification and distribution of
compensation. Few trees needs to cut down for the project. The
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equal number of trees will be planted and compensate the loss.
Access of few houses, one private road and One Panchayath road
are affected. These access will be resettled with free flow of traffic.

It can be said that the general impact of the project is very
positive. The project will increase the development potential of
Pattikkadu town. The project will help the area to fetch the
benefit of the future development and upgradation of Shoranur -
Nilamboor railway line.

The direct impact can be mitigated through proper compensation,
determination and public participation. By considering the public
importance the Government treated the Project as an important
infrastructure development and initiated action to frame the
project as public purpose under the Right to Fair Compensation
and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act, 2013 (30 of 2013) Section 2 (i)(b)(iii). It is in
this base, Government of Kerala notified to initiate acquisition
procedure. The SIA study reiterated the public importance of the
project and its ability to address the social impact.

Therefore, the project has to be implemented.
