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CHAPTER 1
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.1. Introduction - Project and Public purpose

Government of Kerala is envisioned to provide safe and
adequate drinking water by 2024. Therefore various
projects are sanctioned to achieve the goal. Jal Jeevan
Mission, various other Government projects are
implementing in time bound manner to achieve the target in
time. Government is giving priority to strengthen the
existing scheme by sustaining the sources and improving
the distribution system. The project to construction of over
Head Water Tank for Kondotty Municipaly, Kondotty Thaluk
Nediyiruppu Village, is one of the above type of Project,
implemented by Water Authority. Fifteen cents of land
needed to acquire for the project. Government give
administrative sanction in 2018 and due to Pandemic
situation the land acquisition process was delayed. Now
Government notified the project for Social Impact
Assessment. This report was prepared as part of the Social
Impact Assessment study conducted by Kerala Voluntary
Health services.

1.2. Project Location

Project Areais an agriculture predominant area of
the Kondotty municipality in Malappuram district, Kerala,
India. It is situated 24 kilometres (15 mi) from Malappuram,
the district headquarters. Both Muslims and Hindu families
are living together in the neighbourhoods of the area. The
proposed overhead water tank project is located in
Ekkaparampu near Malappuram- Areekkodu Road. The
Kariyathinkotta Temple road connecting the project area to
the Malappuram - Areekkodu Road. The project area is one
of the region affected by summer drought in every year.
Most of the people of this area are farmers. Some of them
also work in outside countries. The biggest Dalit colony in
the state of Kerala is located very near to the area.



1.3 Size and Attributes of Land Acquisition
(A). Land Acquisition Authority

Special Thahasildar, LA (KIIFB) Unit 3, Malappuram is
preparing the acquisition details including land sketch and
extent of acquisition etc. Deputy Collector (Land Acquisition)
is monitoring the land acquisition process and District
Collector is the head of whole acquisition process.

(B). Details of project affected family

The proposed project land is 0.0607 Hector (15 cents) Mr.
Sulaiman Muhammed is the Title holder of the Project land.
He is living very near to the project land and he has
remaining portion of land after the acquisition. He claimed
that at present agriculture is his Primary source of
earning. He was working abroad and came back after an
accident. His family consists of his wife and two children
Mr. Sulaiman Muhammed is having middle class economic
status.

(C). Details of the acquiring land

0.0607 Hector (15 cents) land is to be acquired for the
project. This is agricultural land which having cash crops

like coconut, arreconut etc. The land is having Panchayath
road access.

1.4. Background of the project, including developer’s
background and governance/ management structure.

(A). Requisition Agency - Kerala Water Authority

The Kerala Water Authority is one of the nodal agencies for
implementing water supply and sewerage schemes in the
State. Kerala Water Authority was established on 1st April
1984 under the Kerala water and waste water ordinance,
1984 by converting the erstwhile Public Health Engineering
Department to provide for the development and regulation of
water supply and waste water collection and disposal in the
State of Kerala and for matters connécted there with. The
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Kerala Water Supply and Sewerage Act 1986 (Act 14 of
1986) replaced the ordinance. The Authority was
established by vesting the properties and assets of the
erstwhile Public Health Engineering Department under
section 16 of the Act, and the assets, rights and liabilities of
the local bodies and Kerala State Rural Development Board
in so far as they pertain to the execution of water supply
and sewerage schemes under 18 of the Act.

Major functions of Kerala Water Authority

Preparation, execution, promotion, operation, maintenance
and financing of these schemes for the supply of water and
the disposal of the waste water.

Rendering all necessary services in regard to water supply
and collection and disposal of waste water to the

Government and on request to private institutions or
individuals.

Preparation of state plans for water supply and collection
and disposal of waste water on the direction of the
Government.

Fixation & revision of tariffs, taxes and charges of water
supply and maintenance services in the areas covered by
the water supply & waste water systems of the Authority.
Establishment of state standards for water supply and
waste water services.

(B). Phase of project construction

Government of Kerala was given administrative sanction to
acquire 0.0607 Hector (15 cents) of land for construction of
Over Head Tank as part of Drinking Water Project of
Kondotty = Municipality at Nediyiruppu Village in
Malappuram District.

Government of Kerala was given administrative sanction to
acquire 0.0607 Hector (15 Cents) of land for construction of
Over Head Tank as part of Drinking Water Project of
Kondotty Municipality at Nediyirippu Village in Malappuram
District.

And Kerala Government entrusted Kerala Voluntary Health
Services to conduct the Study through Kerala Gazette No.
2787 dated 25th September 2021 and Notification
No.DCMPM/4179/2020/LA2, dated, 274 September 2021.

(C). Study Approach

As part of the study the project team identified key
stakeholders (Title Holder, Neighboring land Holders, Local
Body Leaders etc) of the project and identified their level of
interest, involvement along with address and contact
details. After the secondary data collection Social Impact
Assessment Unit developed a questionnaire and contacted
the project affected person and collected opinion, family
details, Socio-Economic details and suggestions. Apart from
this SIA team has conducted discussion and consultation
with Local Body Representative and local public and
recorded their suggestions and opinion. The study also used
transit walk and observation visit to crosscheck the
suggestions and grievance which were recorded.

Section 5 of Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency
in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, of
2013 envisages that whenever a SIA study is required to be
prepared the Government shall ensure that a Public Hearing
is held at the affected area to ascertain the views of the
affected families to be recorded and included in the SIA
Report. Rule 14 of the Rules, 2015, have prescribed detailed
procedure for the conduct of the public hearing.

SIA Unit took special care to inform the affected people in
the area about Public Hearing by taking various steps like
Notification for conducting public hearing as per Form 5
Rule 14 (1) of the RTFCTLARR Act, 2013. The notification
was published in two Malayalam News Papers Mangalam
and Janayugam. A notice has been served directly for
informing about the public hearing. In continuation of this,
contacted project affected title holder through phone call.
The copy of notice was served to MLA, Grama Panchayat
Office, Ward Member, Village Office, Deputy Collector (LA)
and Special Tahsildar. Adequate copies of the SIA draft

report and summaries were made available on the day of the
public hearing.

1.7. Social Impact

The affected title holder is losing 15 Cents (6.0607 Hector )
of land is the major impact of the project.

The major Impact of the project is the loss of land of a title
holder, who is also a beneficiary of the project. As per his
claim, several coconut trees were cut down to clear the land
for construction. He told that the details of the trees were
handed over to officials of Water Authority with
photographs. The indefinite delay in the acquisition is the
major grievance told by the Title holder during the SIA
study.

The project may enhance the land value and commercial
importance of the area due to the improved transportation
and connectivity which may happened due to the project.

1.12. Assessment of Social Costs and Benefits

Since the loss of land is not affecting the economic status of
the project affected title holder, the impact of the project
may scaled as very minimum. Satisfactory compensation
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can further mitigated or reduced the impact. The factors like
the process of identifying the project land, conducted
discussions between the tittle holders and requisition
authorities, involvement of people’s representatives in land
identification process etc. are played significant role in
mitigating the impact.

The project affected title holder is having remaining land in
the area; therefore he is also be a beneficiary of the project.
This also could consider as a factor to reduce the impact.

The visible and immediate impact of the project is the loss of
land to a Title Holder. The affected Title Holder is not living
in the project area and the loose of land is not affecting the
livelihood or major source of income. Therefore the impact
on Title Holder could be summarized as a loss of few portion
of the land asset. The indefinite delay in the acquisition is

the major grievance told by the Title holder during the SIA
study.

In the other side the project may benefited to the entire area
by sustain the system of drinking water distribution. This
may help to increase the house hold tap connection. The
project may catalyzed the over all development of the area.
As mentioned above, the acquisition is started after a
mutual discussion between project affected Title Holder
and the Water Authority and the land was handed over to
the possession of KWA for starting the construction. The
methodology and the steps taken to identify the project land
is seems to be transparent. The public interest of the project
is very high and the methodology used for identify the land
minimize the chances of alternative suggestions.
The above factors show that the project is having high level
of public interest and minimum chance of alternatives.
Therefore the Government can move ahead with the land
acquisition process
